BRIEF OVERVIEW OF SOME CITY ORDINANCES:
· There is a City  “Pooper Scooper” Ordinance requiring dog owners to pick up their pet’s “poop” whether it is on public or private property.

· New trash containers require lids to be closed shut; do not overstuff. 
· Streets & alleys are for vehicles, and not a playground for children. 
· The City of Rock Island no longer allows the burning of LEAVES. As part of the leaf burn ban, the City has expanded the Free Leaf Collection Program. There will be a free leaf collection in the Spring as well as in the Fall. The free leaf bag distribution network will also be expanded so that all customers will have an opportunity to receive free leaf bags. 

Follow the guidelines below....



· Fires that are allowable by the fire code are Recreational and Bonfires.
· Rubbish fires are not allowed
· Bonfires are outdoor fires utilized for ceremonial purposes and shall not be conducted within 50 feet of a structure or combustible materials. The fire must be attended at all times and a means of extinguishment must readily be available
· Recreational fires are outdoor fires burning materials other than leaves and rubbish where the fuel being burned is not contained in an incinerator, outdoor fireplace, barbeque grill or barbeque pit, and has a total fuel area of 3 feet or less in diameter and 2 feet or less in height, for pleasure, religious, ceremonial, cooking, warmth, or similar purposes. Recreational fires shall not be conducted within 25 feet of a structure or combustible materials. These fires must also be attended at all times with a means of extinguishment readily available
· The Rock Island Fire Department reserves the right to extinguish bonfires and recreational fires.

The City of Rock Island encourages the use of leaf bags. The city offers 10 leaf bags per day 
and these can be picked up at the city municipal building 1309 Mill Street, City Hall, the 
recycling center or a variety of other locations. All that is required is a picture ID or a piece 
of official postal mail.
